FOR STRIKING MINERS IN 1984: CRASS
PLAYED A BENEFIT GIG FOR STRIKING
MINERS IN 1984. THE LYRICS OF THE
WHAM! RAP FOCUS ON A REFUSAL OF THE
"RIGHT TO WORK" POLITICS BEING
PROMOTED BY THE SWP AND THE LABOUR
PARTY IN THE LATE 70S EARLY 805 AND
INSTEAD EXPRESS THE CREATIVE AND
PERSONAL FREEDOM OF LIFE WITHOUT A
REGULAR JOB. THE LYRICS ALSO EXPRESS
A DEEP DESIRE FOR PERSONAL FREEDOM
WHILE IT'S STILL POSSIBLE-- "NOT ME,
YOU CAN'T HOLD ME DOWN, NOT ME, I'M
GONNA FOOL AROUND.."

SOUND LIKE CRASS YET? THE WORDS OF
THE CHORUS URGE DIGNITY IN THE FACE
OF SOCIAL STIGMA ("I AM A MAN/JOB OR
NO JOB, YOU CAN'T TELL ME THAT I'M
NOT") AND EXHORT THE LISTENER TO
LEAVE BEHIND UNSTATISFYING
EMPLOYMENT IN WORDS REMINISCENT OF
THE LYRICS TO "CLASH CITY ROCKERS" BY
THE CLASH (A MAJOR INFLUENCE ON
STEVE IGNORANT OF CRASS).
